Music Appreciation: Music History 
My name is Lara Moore and I have a Bachelor's Degree in Christian School Education and with an emphasis in Voice Performance/Music.  I am licensed to teach with the Association of Christian Schools International.  I am offering a Music Appreciation/ Music History class this fall. 
Students will learn Music History and Music Appreciation in a fun, informative and interactive way.   Students will gain an understanding and appreciation for music and how it relates to their world now.   They will create power point presentations, shadow boxes, poster boards, dress up as a composer or other character from the time period to demonstrate their understanding of musical elements.  Students will use class time to discuss and describe what they are learning by using games, art and written exercises individually and in groups.
There is little to no homework in this class other than projects which are due every other month.   

September

Various elements of music will be taught and demonstrated including…Rhythm, Tone Color, Dynamics, Pitch, Music Notation, Melody, Harmony, Key, Musical Texture, and Musical Form.  There will be a quiz over musical terms.
October/November 

The Music of the Middle Ages is introduced- Students will demonstrate their knowledge by creating a power point presentation or a poster board display describing the instruments, the style, and some of the composers and or time period.  There will be a quiz over musical terms and/or concepts. November 19th project due 
December/January

The Baroque period is introduced.  Students will observe how this music and its composers influence our modern music.  Musical elements such as Concerto, Sonata, Church Contata, Opera, Oratorio, are discussed.  Again, a project will be completed by students to demonstrate understanding.  There will be a quiz over musical terms and/or concepts.   January 29th project due 

February/March

The Classical Period is introduced.  Students will observe how this style came out of the Baroque style.  They will discuss how it changed and how it is different.  They will be able to describe the various elements surrounding the time period and it's influence on the composers of the time.  They will create a project demonstrating their understanding to share with the class.  There will be a quiz over musical terms and/or concepts   March 31st project due 
April/ May 
The Romantic Period is introduced in April and in May we talk about the transition to modern music…Jazz, and Rock.  

For the final project students will demonstrate their knowledge of musical terms, and time periods by displaying their projects in a way that encompasses the entire year.  They will create a worship service that shows all the elements discussed.  Their goal will be to create the worship service in such a way as to speak to and move their own generation to Christ!  There will be a quiz over musical terms and/or concepts.    May 12th project due  

Class will be held at Rio Vista Church of the Nazarene from September 4th- May 12th.  Thursday mornings from 10:30-11:30.  I am accepting students in grades 6th-12th.  Class size is limited so register now!  
The cost is $40.00 a month per student or 160.00 first semester (Sept-Dec) for 4 months and 200.00 second semester for 5 months (Jan-May) 
If your child needs a fine arts credit, but does not enjoy a performance based class like choir or band, this class may be just what he or she needs!

I promise it will be fun!  I have taught this class at Immanuel Lutheran and my students loved it!!!  They loved using art to describe how the music moves them emotionally and   enjoyed watching and listening to performances and even created some of their own music. Playing the games to review for tests was one of their favorite ways to prepare!  Finally, they came up with the most creative and amazing power points and other kinds of presentations!
